﻿Guidelines for case presentations in

Practicum Group reflection sessions

Within the counselling major, two group reflection sessions will be scheduled each semester for students enrolled in the practicum. In order for us to take full advantage of this opportunity, it will be important that we develop groups in which it is safe to be learners, to acknowledge our expertise, to be brilliant and/or to be unsure of what should come next. Therefore, the expectation is that what is shared in the group will stay in the group. The first meeting of the group will include getting to know one another and the practicum sites in which our learning occurs. Please come prepared to speak about the learning goals you have for the semester. 

The first meeting is also the time that group members will begin to present a cases. The presentation is NOT for supervision; it is expected that students will consult with their on-site supervisor for feedback about their growing competency as a therapist. It is an opportunity to reflect together on the process of integrating our faith, our learning, and our clinical development. Each presentation will be no more than twenty (20) minutes long which will also include some time to receive feedback from the group members. 

Each presenter must do the following: 

1. Develop a specific question for the group members to consider during the presentation 

· What about the work and/ or the client are you wanting to highlight?

· What kinds of feedback are you seeking from the group? 

2. Provide basic information about the case scenario 

· Who is the client 

· Presenting issue

· How many sessions have occurred and the work done to date

· The theoretical assumptions that have guided your work 

3. Identify the growing edge 

· What does the "issue" bring out in you?

· What kind of response does the client elicit in you? 

· Which spiritual issues are highlighted? 

Please prepare a genogram of the client to illustrate what you know about their context. However, in the interest of confidentiality, do not include any identifying information. All genograms will be destroyed at the end of the presentation. 
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
